Internships are initially slated for 3-4
months but successful candidates may be able to arrange for varied tenures. Fall internships run
September-January.

Generations programs
Performing photo and historical research when project needs arise
e Supporting the History & Education team with simple administrative tasks
e Supporting the History & Education team with their annual in-person and online teacher events

Qualified candidates will be/have:

e acommitment to the mission of the American Battlefield Trust and a genuine interest in
history and preservation

o enrolled in a college-level history, political science, or secondary education program

o self-motivated, detail-oriented individuals with superior written, verbal and organizational
skills

o excellent computer skills with experience using Microsoft Office

e The ability to work independently and with coworkers on collaborative projects

e The ability to work well under pressure and with deadlines
