e Enrolled in a college-level history, social science, or related field

e Self-motivated, detail-oriented individuals with superior written, verbal and
organizational skills

e Excellent computer skills with experience using Microsoft Office

e The ability to work independently and with coworkers on collaborative projects

e The ability to work well under pressure and with deadlines
