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American Revolution Experiences Lesson Plan 
 

OVERVIEW 

Visiting the American Revolution Experience Traveling Exhibit? Want to inspire your students to 
learn more about the Revolutionary War and people who lived during that time? This lesson 
plan includes resources about each of the historical figures featured in the Traveling Exhibit, 
helping students to explore the life, events, perspectives and choices from the American 
Revolution. 

OBJECTIVES 

Upon completion of this lesson, the students will be able to: 

1. Knowledge 

● Describe some of the causes and outcomes of the American Revolution. 

● Discuss some of the experiences and choices of people during the American 
Revolution. 

2. Comprehension/Application/Analysis 

● Examine and analyze primary and secondary sources, drawing conclusions 
about historical people from these documents. 

3. Evaluation 

● Evaluate the differing experiences of people during the American Revolution. 

ACTIVITIES 

1. Watch The Revolutionary War Animated Map video. 

2. Use the Lesson’s PowerPoint to explore the context and history; the PowerPoint lays 
foundational knowledge about the conflict. 

3. Visit The American Revolution Experience Traveling Exhibit and remind students to 
choose a historical figure that they would like to learn more about. 

4. After the exhibit visit, distribute the primary and secondary source worksheet. 

5. In groups or individually, have the students read the primary source and biography for 
the person they want to research.
